Step 1 — Battery

Place the laptop upside down where
the headphone and auxiliary jack
are facing you.



Step 2

In the top left corner, there is a lever
that has a small picture of a battery
on it. Slide the lever to the left.


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To reassemble your device, follow these instructions in reverse order.

Step 3

Once you have slid the lever to the
left, the front part of the battery will
be released and you should be able
to grab the released part of the
battery with your thumb.



Step 4

The battery can then be pulled out
of its compartment by hand.


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
