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INTRODUCTION

exposed, it can be dangerous for the operator.

TOOLS:
Phillips #2 Screwdriver (1)
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Step 1 — Clamshell (Black Outer Casing)

Using a Phillips #2 screwdriver,
remove the six 20 mm screws in the
black plastic casing (clamshell).

Step 2

@ Using your hands, remove the blower tube and clamshell.

@ Toremove the clamshell, pull apart starting from the bottom until it is pulled out from the
notches. Then slide it out away from the device.
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To reassemble your device, follow these instructions in reverse order.
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
